Jesters used to entertain people with their wit and humour. Now we have
comediansin films doing that job. Hereis an interesting passage about one such
comedian Mr. Rajababu. Read on:

Sri Rgjababu was afamous comedian in Tollywood. Hewas born in Rgjahmundry,
East Godavari District in Andhra Pradesh on 20 October 1937. He entered Tollywood in
1960 and acted until 1981. In his 21 year film career, he acted in more than 550 movies.

Canyouimaginewhat hewasdoing before entering the Telugu Film Industry? Believe
it or not, he was working as a Telugu teacher! Imagine how much fun his students might
have had. Between 1955 and 60 he acted in many dramas. 1960 wasamilestonein hislife
becausethat wastheyear inwhich he had hisfirst chanceto actinafilmcalled‘ Samgam’.

Hisfilm career cametoanendin 1981 withthefilm‘ Gadasari Atta
Sogasari Kodalu'. He could not act because of hisill health. Thiswonderful comedian,
who wasfondly called * HaasyaNata Chakravarthi’ passed away on 7 February, 1983.
